Tandem Time Trial - $25 first ride, $10 second ride

General information:

Team Time Trial - $25/team

Beat the Clock events are held on open roads. Riders will pass through one intersection each
direction, but riders will have the right of way. However, please be aware of traffic around you.
All riders are expected to ride in the bike lane and observe all the rules of the road. Volunteers
will be at the start, turnaround and the intersection to help with traffic. All riders must wear
helmets.
